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System Modeling for Supervised Community T  reatment

The introduction of Supervised Community Treatment is one of the main modernising amendments
of the Mental Health Act 2007. SCT is intended to address situations where previously detained
patients leave hospital but do not continue with their treatment, leading to re-admission.

CSIP/NIMHE has commissioned the development of SCT modeling tool software to help teams
investigate the impact of the introduction of SCT.

The model features urban, suburban and rural scenarios based on KP90 data reports. The
population data focuses on those with severe mental iliness and divides them into Onot in specialist
serviceOQ; Oon community caseloadO; Oinformal in-patientsO; Ocompulsory in-patientsO; and
Osupervised in the communityO.

Teams will be able to see how the scenarios work in their locality by altering parameters to reflect
the situation of the local service, for example:

* length of stay inpatients
* flows of patients who move from inpatients to community
* recall rate of SCT patients

The idea is to help local health economies model the likely impact of SCT in terms of patient
flows within their system. The model runs for up to 10 years showing the patient flows before and
after implementation of the new legislation.

The model will be previewed at the HSJ Mental Health Act 2007 event in London on 24 January.
The software will be made available, free of charge, through CSIP Regional Leads in early
February. Further details in the next edition of Update.

Legislation and Delivering Race Equality Programmes: Shared Objectives

CSIP/NIMHE!s Legislation and DRE programmes have developed shared objectives for
implementing the Mental Health Act changes in 2008. Following MHA training for Regional Race
Equality leads, areas of shared responsibility between the programmes include:

¥ Continuing to develop training materials which promote values based practice

¥ Support to the Code of Practice Consultation to ensure that black and ethnic minority
communities take the opportunity to participate in the development of the new code and
comment on the proposed Pve principles

¥ Shared events focusing on the development of BME Advocacy capacity building linked to the
development of advocacy standards and commissioners guidance. Events are planned for 6th
February (Birmingham) and 12th February (Leeds).

¥ Setting measurable outcome criteria for service improvements as they effect BME service users
and carers.

¥ Supporting the involvement of Community Development Workers in regional MHA
implementation networks

Children and Young People (CYP) Briefing

Although all of the Mental Health Act 2007 applies to
detained under 18 year olds, there are some
provisions of the Act which apply specifically to
children and young people. These include:

* Capable young people aged 16 or 17,
who either consent to or refuse admission
to a hospital or registered establishment
for treatment of a mental health disorder,
cannot have their consent or refusal
overridden by those with parental
authority.

* In future, under 18s in hospital for
treatment of a mental disorder, whether
they have been admitted as a voluntary or
detained patient, will have to be
accommodated in an environment which
is appropriate given their age  (but
subject to their particular needs)

* In future, except in emergencies, children
and young people, whether or not
detained, cannot be given electro-
convulsive therapy unless it is approved
by a Second Opinion Approved Doctor
(SOAD)

* In future, Hospital ManagersQluty to refer patients aged under 16 to a Mental Health
Review Tribunal if they have not had their case heard by a Tribunal in the previous 12
months will apply to 16 and 17 year olds as well.

Section 43: Informal Admission of Y oung People

A provision of the Mental Health Act 2007 concerning the informal admission of young people has
now come into force. As of January 1st, capable 16 and 17 year olds who do not consent to their

informal admission for treatment of a mental disorder cannot be admitted for such treatment on the

basis of the consent of someone with parental authority for them.

If the young person has been found to be capable of making the decision on their healthcare and
refuses to consent to admission, the young person cannot be admitted to hospital for that
treatment unless they meet the criteria for detention under the Mental Health Act 1983 as

Each stage of the transfer process is explained, providing clear guidance to
enable timely transfer.
